
Searching All Libraries 
To search all libraries, visit the Lakeland Catalog at llc.bibliocommons.com. 

 
Enter your search term in the bar at the top of the page and select what you want to search for 
(keyword, title, author, etc - tip: searching for keywords will give you a broader array of results) 
You can also click the “Advanced Search” link beneath the search bar to add search parameters 
before searching. 
 
Your search results will display as cards on the right, and filters on the left. You can use the 
available filters to narrow your results by type of item, whether the item is new or not, etc. 
 
From the search results page, you can place items on hold to be delivered to your library by 
clicking the green “place hold” button. 
 
You can also place items on your “for later” shelf if you’re interested in the item, but not yet 
ready to read it. Your for later shelf is kept in your account and can be accessed at any time. It’s 
basically a wishlist of items for later.

Item Pages 
When you click on an item, you will see details for that item, and a list of all of the available 
formats for that item. If there are many available formats, you may see “+#” after the formats - 
click that button to see the rest of the formats. 
 
The item page also displays availability on the right. If the green text says “Available at preferred 
location,” that means that it is on the shelf at your home library. If you click on “availability by 
location,” you will see a list of all copies of the item that are currently available in Lakeland, 
followed by copies of the item that are in the system but are checked out at the moment. 

 
From the item page, you can place items on hold to be delivered to your library by clicking the 
green “place hold” button. 
 
On the item page, you can also place items on your “for later” shelf if you’re interested in the 
item, but not yet ready to read it. Your for later shelf is kept in your account and can be 
accessed at any time. It’s basically a wishlist of items for later. 
 
Other Search Resources 
At the top of every search results page, there is a link on the right to search other resources.  
 
Other resources include:  

●​ MeL Cat, which includes items from across the state 
●​ Hoopla, a digital media service which only select libraries have subscriptions to
